One of two gold medals awarded to Swiss wines goes to Geneval

The 15th ‘Chardonnay du Monde’ wine competition took place between March 12 and 15,
2008 at Chéateau des Ravatys, Domaine Viticole de I'Institut Pasteur, in Saint Lager in
Burgundy. Over 950 wines from 39 countries were tasted by a jury made up of 300 experts.
Geneva wines won one gold and one silver medal. The former was awarded to Cave et
Domaine Les Perriéres in Peissy for its 2006 Chardonnay, while the latter went to Cave de
Genéve in Satigny for its Baccarat brut blanc de blanc.

Swiss wines won 14 medals in all, including two gold medals, which put Switzerland third in
the rankings of countries that received the highest number of distinctions.
