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Three gold medals for Geneva wines! 
 
The 17th ‘’Chardonnay du Monde’’ wine competition took place from March 10 to 13, 2010, at 
the Château des Ravatys in Saint-Lager, Burgundy (France). Over 850 wines from 37 
countries were tasted by a panel composed of some 300 international experts. 
 
Of the four gold medals won by Swiss wines, Geneva wines took three. These went to the 
2007 Chardonnay produced by Domaine des Abeilles d'Or; the 2008 Chardonnay from Cave 
et Domaine les Perrières; and the 2008 Chardonnay from Domaine les Hutins. 
 
Geneva won two other medals at the competition: a silver medal went to La Cave de Genève 
for its ‘’Baccarat Blanc de Blancs Brut’’, and the same winery won a bronze medal for its 
2008 Chardonnay "Le Trésor". 
 
All told, Swiss wines won 16 medals thus placing Switzerland in the number two spot on the 
list of countries that won the most medals.
