Geneva wines win gold and silver at world wine competition

The highly prestigious "Les Citadelles du Vin" took place for the 11" time in 2011, from May
28 to 30, in Bordeaux, France.

Some 900 wines -- over 300 appellations -- from 29 countries were tasted at the contest.
Winning not only gold and silver but the “Special Award Switzerland” was the Cave de
Genéve. “La Tour Maitresse” 2009 won the Citadelle Trophy, the contest’s equivalent of a
gold medal, and “L'aiglette” 2009 won a Prestige Trophy, equivalent to a silver medal.

The two distinctions together meant that the Cave de Geneve was also awarded the country
prize.
